COVID-19: Last chance for businesses with £85k+ 
turnover pre-COVID to access ERF money

turnover of £85,000+ will close at 5:00pm on Monday, 14 June 2021. 
Businesses directly impacted by the restrictions in place during May and June 
can apply for help to meet their operating costs.

 Retail & hospitality: make sure staff are wearing face masks at all times 

 Hospitality: collect all staff, customers and visitors full contact details – 
name, telephone number and date/arrival time of all over 18s – and keep 
this information in a safe place for 21 days (remember just displaying a NHS 
App QR code isn’t enough).
