 From Saturday, 27 March 2021, if conditions allow: 
Stay local requirement lifted, moving Wales into Alert Level 3 
First phased opening of the tourism sector (self-contained holiday 
accommodation opens) 

 From 12 April 2021, if conditions allow: 
All shops to open 
Close contact services to open
