This route is the most affordable.
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Low impact on biodiversity and environment.

The path is easy to follow.
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DISADVANTAGES

Some designs indicate that a small section of the

path will require the removal of a strip of hedgerow,
creating a detrimental environmental impact.

A bridge over the river Seiont will need to be buiilt.
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
